RULES FOR CLUB COMPETITIONS

1. Dress for Competitions will be white tops and greys for all rounds up to and including the semi-finals. Dress for the finals will be Whites.

2. All draws for the Competitions will be made by the Competition Sub-Committee, who will designate closing dates for each round of the respective Competition. Closing dates will be strictly enforced.

3. The Competitions will be held on a knockout basis unless otherwise stated and will conform to the laws of the game published by Bowls England.
4. The first named of any match will be known as the Challenger. The Challenger must offer their opponent(s) three dates, on which the match can be played, one of which must be a weekend. The Challenge must be made at least seven days before the closing date of the round. The second named player is not obliged to accept any offer before 6.p.m. on weekdays, or after 7.p.m. on any day, or any fixed date of any National or County Competition.
5. Should the Challenger fail to submit three dates to their opponent in this period, then the Opponent becomes the Challenger and must give one date to their Opponent. If this date is not accepted then the original Challenger is eliminated and the opponent wins by default. A member of the Competitions Sub-Committee must be advised. If the game has not been played by the final date for that round, both players are eliminated. 

6. Players have 30 minutes after the agreed start time to begin play. Players arriving later than 30 minutes will  be eliminated. All questions and disputes should be referred to the Competitions Sub-Committee.
7. Challengers are responsible for booking a rink and obtaining a marker (for singles matches) except for the finals when all officials will be appointed.
8. The winner of each game is responsible for entering the result on the draw sheet on the same day that the match is played.

9. FORMAT OF PLAY
9.1. Singles - Each game shall consist of 21 shots, 4 bowls per player
9.2. Handicap - Each game shall consist of 21 shots, 4 bowls per player. Players start the match with their handicap score as detailed on the competition draw sheet.
9.3. 2 Wood Competition - Each game shall consist of 21 ends, 2 bowls per player
9.4. Pairs Competition - Each game shall consist of 21 ends, 4 bowls per player
9.5. Triples Competition - Each game shall consist of 18 ends, 3 bowls per player
9.6. U25’s - Each game shall consist of 2 sets of 7 ends, 4 bowls per player. A deciding end will be played if equal after 2 sets. 
10. Any substitutes for the pairs or triples competitions have to be agreed by the Compeititons Sub-Committee before any match is played.
All Finals will be played on Club Finals Day
